1. WASHINGTON’S CONTRIBUTIONS
· IN APRIL 1789 GEORGE WASHINGTON 57, TOOK THE OATH OF OFFICE AS 1ST PRESIDENT IN NEW YORK CITY.

· THE MILITARY SAVIOR OF HIS COUNTRY, HE WOULD NOW BECOME ITS POLITICAL FATHER AS WELL:

1. He established an advisory body or Cabinet to help manage the govt. Bureaucracy.
2. Enacted the Judiciary Act in 1789 which created a Hierarchical Federal court system. 

3. Added the BILL OF RIGHTS.

4. Essentially created traditional role of the presidency form scratch.

     2.     HAMILTON’S FINANCIAL PLANS

· DEVISED BOLD POLICIES TO ADVANCE AUTHORITY OF THE NATIONAL GOVT. 

1. Assumption of States War Debts. (Wash. D.C.)

2. Fiscal structure, National Debt, Wealthy Americans Wanted as Bondholders in new American Govt. (excise Taxes & Customs Duties to pay interest).

3. National Bank, provide stable currency, loans, etc.

3.   THE FRENCH REVOLUTION & AMERICAN FOREIGN POLICY

· PRESIDENT WASHINGTON ISSUED A PROCLAMATION OF NEUTRALITY.
· AMERICANS SPLIT ON IDEOLOGICAL GROUNDS.
· THESE IDEOLOGICAL CONFLICTS SHARPENED DEBATE ON HAMILTON’S POLICIES.
· HELPED FOMENT A DOMESTIC INSURRECTION IN 1794. FARMERS IN WESTERN PENNSYLVANIA MOUNTED THE WHISKEY REBELLION TO PROTEST HAMILTON’S EXCISE TAX ON SPIRITS. 
· TO UPHOLD NATIONAL AUTHORITY PRESIDENT WASHINGTON RAISED AN ARMY OF 12,000 THAT SOON SUPPRESSED THE REBELS.
· JAY’S TREATY:

1. In Nov. 1793 Royal Navy began to prey on American ships. 250 ships seized.
2. In order to avoid war President Washington sent John Jay to Britain.
3. Jay returned in 1795 with a controversial treaty requiring:
· The US to pay “Full, Complete Compensation to GB merchants for pre-war debts.”

· GB rights to remove French goods from American ships.

· GB required to remove military from Northwest Territory & end aid to Indians.

4. Jefferson and Republicans attacked the treaty as too conciliatory. It barely passed. Federalists led by Hamilton would control a pro-GB Foreign Policy.

5.      WASHINGTON’S LEGACY: FAREWELL ADDRESS (LETTER PUBLISHED) WARNED:

· “Baneful effects political parties.”
· Foreign entanglements.
· Stepped down after two terms in 1796. Setting precedent until FDR in 1940.
